COMMAND LIST

All exercises begin and end from HEEL position which means “dog is sitting on your left hand side.  

VERBAL COMMANDS


HEEL – means walk by my side, no pulling


SIT – butt on the ground


DOWN – belly on the ground


STAY – stay until I give you another command


WAIT – you can change position, but not location


COME
 - come to me


FRONT – come and sit in front of me


KENNEL – go into your kennel


NO – stop whatever you are doing


OFF – get off the counter, chair, couch


HUP – load into the car


LEAVE IT – no sniffing


FETCH -  get it and bring it back


STAND – stand on all four paws

HAND SIGNALS


SIT – flat hand, palm up - moving from low to high


DOWN – flat hand, palm down - moving from high to low


STAY – flat hand, palm facing nose and moving toward nose 


STAND – flat hand, palm facing nose moving away from the nose


The more you practice the hand signals from different positions (eg, from the 
front or the side) the faster your dog will generalize the command then you can 
begin to do them from greater distances.  

BODY LANGUAGE 


HEEL – from heel position, start to walk with your LEFT leg will indicate to walk


SIT – stop walking with the right leg, bring of the left, Angie will automatically

STAY – from heel position, when you leave with your RIGHT leg, she will
